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1. Executive Summary

This study focuses on the current situation of youths in Hong Kong. The objective
is to understand youths of different backgrounds and their views and expectations
regarding their prospects on upward social mobility, the conditions and difficulties faced
by young people and the methods they used to manage them. Targeting Hong Kong
citizens aged 18 to 40, this study used focus groups, surveys and online research to collect
data and analyze the youths' perspectives on themselves, society and the origins of those
views. The research team conducted ten focus groups, inviting 83 youths of different
backgrounds to examine different social issues. The online research consisted of social
media comments analysis, case study/situation analysis and storytelling analysis. A total
of 87 key words were chosen for theme selection. Ten manuscripts were published and 52

individuals' life story narratives were analyzed. Questionnaire Surveys were conducted



during July to September of 2017. The survey questions were generated based on the
results of the focus group discussion. A total of 1253 wvalid questionnaires were
collected.

Survey results show youths of different strata or political views have different
levels of dissatisfaction with the political, economic and social livelihood of Hong Kong. It
is recommended for all sectors to pay attention to their issues. Some of the main results of
the survey indicating the current views of youths are elaborated in this report.

(1) Youths are optimistic about their upward social mobility prospects, with half of
the respondents believing they have a 50 per cent chance to move upwards in the next five
to ten years. They are more likely to achieve this through “full-time work”, “continuing
education to earn promotion and salary increase”, “part-time/freelance work™ and “seeking
opportunities outside of Hong Kong” with means of 4.08, 3.76, 3.50 and 3.40, respectively
(the higher the mean, the more likely the option for their personal development to achieve
higher social mobility). However, they are pessimistic regarding the economic growth of
Hong Kong.

(2) Students at different levels of education showed different views on various
social issues. When compared to full-time tertiary students, prospective tertiary students
are more optimistic regarding various social issues. Those with associate degree or
equivalent education level are more pessimistic on those issues.

(3) Youths generally recognize the uneven distribution of resources in the society,
where work is not proportional to income. There is also social disparity.

(4) Youths are conservative when it comes to entrepreneurship. Less than half of
the respondents chose entrepreneurship (under “I will consider entrepreneurship, 42.9%
chose agree or highly agree). Their entrepreneurship methods and thinking are also

conservative.

The Hong Kong Professionals and Senior Executive Association has a number of
recommendations to target current difficulties the youths are facing, hoping different
sectors of the community can utilize different methods to assist them to take on those
challenges in the future. In terms of housing issues, different strategies have been

proposed, such as home-buyers scheme of public housing, adjustment of mortgage rate, or



tax deductions on rental payment. In terms of overseas and Mainland exchange, increase
in funding and vacancies of education institutional exchange programs to Mainland, assist
youths to work in Mainland for longer periods of exchange, promote education on
Constitution of China and Basic Law, and provide funding support to organizations for the
training of Basic Law Ambassadors, continue promoting exchange activities and provide
more resources through different channels and provide a "dream fund" to support youths
to broaden their horizon. In terms of entrepreneurship, the team suggests to take reference
from the funding schemes of foreign countries to reduce the threshold requirements for
application, develop district business incubators, offer protection of the industrial chain
development, connect entrepreneurs with large enterprises on the commercial level,
provide technical support, information platforms and knowledge on entrepreneurship
through tertiary education. In terms of education, consider promoting creative/innovative
education and career development, assist in creating a standard curriculum for STEM
education, increase the university places for associate degree holders, increase in courses
on information technology and artificial intelligence, increase interdisciplinary courses and
double majors, add courses and knowledge relating to entrepreneurship and strengthen
training for teachers. Lastly, the government can consider developing a central database

to enable youths to make one-stop search for services and resources dedicated to youths..
